Skate Park Rules & Regulations
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1.    The Skate Park is a skate at your own risk facility, designed for skateboarding, in-line skating and BMX biking only.  These activities may cause serious personal injury including but not limited to broken bones, paralysis and death.

2.    No motorized vehicles or other wheeled devices allowed within the Skate Park.

3.    Skateboarding, in-line skating and BMX biking is a high-risk activity.  Wearing a proper fitting helmet is required at all times.  Kneepads, elbow pads and wrist guards are strongly recommended.  Know your ability and skate/ride accordingly.

4.    Inspect the surfaces before you ride them.  Remove all trash, debris and objects that may prevent a smooth, safe ride.  Report any damage to the Skate Park surfaces to the Village of Mexico Municipal Office at 315 963-7564.

5.    Skating when wet, raining or during routine maintenance or repair is prohibited.

6.    The Skate Park will be open during the posted hours.  The Village of Mexico’s  “no-trespassing ordinance” will be enforced after the park is closed.

7.    Graffiti in the Skate Park is illegal and will not be tolerated.  Keep the park surfaces clean, as graffiti will close the park for paint removal.

8.    This park has been designed for all skill levels.  Be courteous to other people using the facility and all other park patrons.

9.    We are not responsible for lost or stolen property.  If you find property that appears to be lost, please present it to the park attendant.

10.    No competitive or demonstration events are allowed without prior approval of the Parks and Recreation Department.

11.     Biking, skating or rollerblading (loitering) in the area immediately surrounding the facility is prohibited.

12.     Certain areas in the Skate Park or specific sessions may be limited to use by beginners or experts.  Please adhere to those restrictions.   Although you are responsible for determining your own level of competence, the skate park attendant has the right to ask you to leave during a particular session, based on demonstrated skills. 

13.    The following items and activities are prohibited:          


Smoking on Freedom Skate/BMX Park property


Foul Language


Glass Containers


Alcoholic Beverages


Vending (except by permit)


Radios or boom boxes

14.
All park users must sign a liability release form prior to using the facility.  Patrons under the age of 18 must have a parent of legal guardian sign the form.

15.
All park users under the age of 10 MUST be accompanied by a parent or legal guardian. 

Any violation of these rules will result in the participant’s immediate ejection from the facility and may also result in long-term loss of facility privileges.
